Rules and Regulations

· Horses/ponies may compete in any of the height classes with a maximum entry of TWO height classes plus ONE league class per horse/pony.

· If a horse/pony is eligible to compete in novice classes at the first competition then you compete in novice right through to the grand final.  This applies for all leagues.

· Minimus horses/ponies must never have competed in intermediate or above and have NO BSJA winnings.  Novice horses/ponies never to have competed in intermediate classes and have no more than £30 BSJA winnings.  Intermediate horses/ponies must never have competed in open classes and have no more than £60 BSJA winnings.

· Horses/ponies can move up a league at any time during the league season with the understanding that all points are forfeited and they start the new league without any points.  All horses/ponies will be given a number at their first competition, which will be their number through the league season (remember your number!).

· No horse/pony can compete in more than one league; riders can compete on more than one horse/pony in one league.  Horses/ponies must be ridden by the same rider in league classes throughout the winter show jumping league.  Riders can compete in more than one league class but must be riding different horses/ponies.  Three ponies maximum to be ridden by any junior in any one class.  Four horses maximum to be ridden by any senior in one class.

· Points will be awarded as follows:

 1st-6 points
2nd-5 points
3rd-4 points
4th-3 points
5th-2 points
6th-1 point
