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SAIS Membership Information
The Scottish Amateur Internations Showjumpers (SAIS) was an idea first conceived in 1997 by a group of enthusiastic riders from North East Fife Riding Club, who were invited to compete at the famous Ballivor Horse Show in Ireland, for the prestigious Irish Amateur Nations Cup.  

The Scottish riders were placed third overall and it was observed that there were just as many, if not more riders like them, where the majority competing had full-time jobs and enjoyed their showjumping as a hobby.  The amateur classes in Ireland were very well attended and this provided a niche for those riders to compete within their “comfort zone” ranging from 1.05m to 1.30m.

The idea behind the SAIS is that like-minded people of similar ability can compete at national and international level and have the chance to compete for their country.  Since returning from that trip in 1997, the SAIS has staged events at equestrian centres all over Scotland.  The SAIS showjumping year was run from December to July, with qualifiers taking place throughout the winter/spring season, leading up to the Scottish Championship Show, which was held in conjunction with a senior BSJA show.

With this format proving to be successful for a number of years, we decided to change things.  We launched the SAIS as an organisation, launched a website (www.showjumping-scotland.co.uk), created a membership scheme and held regular showjumping and social events.  But more importantly, we decided to go it alone and organise a full 3-day international championship showjumping event, with the plan to move this around Scotland each year.

The Championship show involves inviting riders and their horses from all over the world to compete for the       Amateur Nations Cup.  In return, we receive invitations to attend competitions in England, Wales, Ireland, Holland and Germany.

The Scottish Amateur Internations Showjumpers aim to promote regular opportunities for international equestrian events and encourage international sporting exchange.

Membership subscriptions run from 1st January to 31st December each year and cost £15.00 for Riding Members and £10.00 for Non-Riding Members plus a one-off £5.00 joining fee.  However, if you join at the Championship Show 2004, membership will last until December 2005.
